This brief project update contains information on 
two topics:  

Information related to vegetation management 
and city mowing requirements on properties 
within the South Ridgeline Habitat Study area

City Mowing Requirements and the 
SRHS

City regulations require that property owners mow 
their properties during summer months to maintain 
vegetation below 10 inches in height. These 
regulations in Eugene Code Sections 6.815 to 6.845  
are intended to minimize nuisance conditions, 
reduce hazards and minimize ýre danger.

Since the South Ridgeline Habitat Study is 
primarily a study of plants, the consultants will not 
be able to accurately assess the habitat or condition 
of areas that have already been mowed.  Therefore, 
in coordination with the Parks and Open Space 
Division and the Vegetation Management Program, 
Planning Division staff is encouraging property 
owners within the study area of the South Ridgeline 
Habitat Study not to mow their undeveloped areas 
until after the consultants for the project have 
completed ýeld inventory work in their area. 

Field inventory work for most areas is expected to 
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be completed by the end of June, and a few areas 
may not be completed until early July.  Required 
mowing that occurs after early July is not of 
concern for this project.

Property owners that gave written permission for 
on-site study will be notiýed by mail when the 
study on their property has been completed.  If you 
plan to conduct mowing on your property, and you 
want to know whether the ýeld inventory of your 
area has been completed, please check our web site 
at www.EugeneNR.org for information or call one 
of the staff listed on the reverse side of this page.   
Updated information is expected to be available 
on the web site by late June.  Staff will respond to 
phone inquiries as quickly as possible, but in some 
cases it may take a day or two to determine whether 
a speciýc property is in an area where the ýeld 
inventory has been completed. 

Guidelines for Submitting Site-Speciýc 
Information

City staff have developed a set of guidelines to help 
citizens and property owners prepare and submit 
information and comments in a way that will be 
most useful for the purposes of the South Ridgeline 
Habitat Study.  All comments will be reviewed; 
however, comments that meet these guidelines will 
be more useful to staff, the consultant and appointed 
and elected ofýcials.

After June 1, 2006, the guidelines will be available 
on the project web site at www.EugeneNR.org, 
and will be available at the Permit and Information 
Center, 99 West 10th Avenue.

General Guidelines for Submitting Site-
Speciýc Information

Please respect private property:  Do not enter 
private property for which you do not have express 
permission to enter.  If you do not have express 
permission to enter, view the land from adjacent 
streets, or from other vantage points on land for 
which you have express permission to enter.

Information you submit to the South Ridgeline 
Habitat Study will be reviewed by City staff, and 
the information will become part of the public 
record for the study.  All information submitted will 
be included in a supplemental document that will 
accompany the consultantôs scientiýc report as it 
moves forward through the process.

The information you submit may also be forwarded 
to the consultant for the project, depending on 
several factors: (1) when the information is 
submitted, (2) whether the consultant has already 
completed ýeld work in that area, (3) the total 
number of citizen information submittals, (4) 
whether the consultant has time to review it given 
other contractual obligations, and (5) the level 
of documentation of the information submitted.  
Submittals that are submitted early in the process,  
include speciýc information about rare or sensitive 
plants or wildlife or special habitats, and contain 
complete and detailed documentation (as outlined 

in the Guidelines) are most likely to be reviewed by 
the consultant.

Field work for the South Ridgeline Habitat Study 
is scheduled to begin in mid-May and to continue 
until early July.  No information submitted after 
that period will be reviewed by the consultant, but 
all submittals will be reviewed by staff, and will be 
incorporated into the process.

Additional Public Workshop - Fall 2006

Based on citizen input, staff has added an additional 
public workshop to the project schedule in Fall 
2006 to allow public review of the draft inventory 
maps and report before the alternatives analysis and 
recommendations phase of the project.
